Estimated Cost of

Housing and utilities: 15,000 - 50,000 yen

Food: 30,000 yen (lunch at the school cafeteria runs about 400 yen, and students typically
prepare their own breakfast and dinner at dormitories)

Local transportation: 10,000 yen (individual spending habits may vary)

Books and supplies: 5,000 yen (instructors typically provide reading materials in class)
Health insurance: 2,000 yen

Personal expenses: 20,000 yen (individual spending habits may vary)

Health Insurance

All international students are required to subscribe the National Health Insurance (NHI)
Plan during the study period. By paying monthly premiums, subscribers are required to
cover only 30% of their medical expenses.

*We do recommend, however, that an exchange student considers buying travel
insurance for emergency-related evacuation and repatriation costs, which NHI does not
cover.
